Normally, disaster losses that occur in a Presidentially-declared disaster area are deductible only by those who
itemize their expenses. If a hurricane is added to the list of qualified disasters, then most deductions will become
much larger, and almost everyone with unreimbursed losses will be able to benefit from a tax deduction.
